TAKEN FROM CHELSEA KROTZER INTERVIEW
I’d just signed into service and I’d gotten a call from radio saying a trooper from King County needed assistance. 
I’m trooper Chelsea Krotzer of the Washington State Patrol. I’ve been a commissioned trooper for 11 months. 
I looked at our computer and it showed what the call was about. It was blood from Seattle that was going to be transported from the naval base for a woman who had a baby, and she had complications. If she didn’t get it within a certain time frame, she wasn’t gonna make it. 

It was still dark because it was wintertime, and it was really foggy. As I went down the highway it got thicker and thicker. You’re traveling as fast as you can, but at that point all you’re thinking about is if I do my best—and my team and my fellow troopers do their best—we can make a difference for this woman. It’s in our hands now.  

You never know what you’re gonna do when you come into work. It’s never routine. There’s nothing routine about being a trooper. We got to the hospital. Everything got there in time. I know I did a good thing.
